Intro: Last sermon from Matthew

 What do my boss and my company expect me to do?  How do I know if I am succeeding?

1.  Preparing for work by coming into His presence.
Matthew 28:16-17 (ESV) 16 Now the eleven disciples went to Galilee, to the mountain to which Jesus had directed them. 
17 And when they saw him they worshiped him, but some doubted. 

Matthew 26:32 (ESV) 32 But after I am raised up, I will go before you to Galilee.” 

Matthew 28:7,10 (ESV) 7 Then go quickly and tell his disciples that he has risen from the dead, and behold, he is going before you to Galilee; there you will see him. See, I have told you.” …
10 Then Jesus said to them, “Do not be afraid; go and tell my brothers to go to Galilee, and there they will see me.” 
Hebrews 10:25 (ESV) 25 not neglecting to meet together, as is the habit of some, but encouraging one another, and all the more as you see the Day drawing near. 

1 Corinthians 5:4 (ESV) 4 When you are assembled in the name of the Lord Jesus and my spirit is present, with the power of our Lord Jesus,           (Note- context here is church discipline)
Note – it was an inconvenient instruction to go all the way back to Galilee for a few days.

The word doubted = “edistasan” which primarily means to hesitate

2.  The power for your work is based on the position and authority of your boss.

Matthew 28:18 (ESV) 18 And Jesus came and said to them, “All authority in heaven and on earth has been given to me. 

“Authority” in Matthew:

Matthew 7:29 (ESV) 29 for he was teaching them as one who had authority, and not as their scribes. 

Matthew 10:1 (ESV) 1 And he called to him his twelve disciples and gave them authority over unclean spirits, to cast them out, and to heal every disease and every affliction. 

Matthew 11:27 (ESV) 27 All things have been handed over to me by my Father, and no one knows the Son except the Father, and no one knows the Father except the Son and anyone to whom the Son chooses to reveal him. 

Matthew 24:35 (ESV) 35 Heaven and earth will pass away, but my words will not pass away. 

Philippians 2:5-11 (ESV) 5 Have this mind among yourselves, which is yours in Christ Jesus, 
6 who, though he was in the form of God, did not count equality with God a thing to be grasped, 
7 but made himself nothing, taking the form of a servant, being born in the likeness of men. 
8 And being found in human form, he humbled himself by becoming obedient to the point of death, even death on a cross. 
9 Therefore God has highly exalted him and bestowed on him the name that is above every name, 
10 so that at the name of Jesus every knee should bow, in heaven and on earth and under the earth, 
11 and every tongue confess that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the Father. 
The first of several ‘alls”

Confidence in your boss leads to confidence in your job.

3.  The product you are expected to produce
Matthew 28:19-20 (ESV) 19 Go therefore and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, 
20 teaching them to observe all that I have commanded you. …

One Command = make disciples
Three Participles telling how = go, baptize, teach
Mark 16:15-16 (ESV) 15 And he said to them, “Go into all the world and proclaim the gospel to the whole creation. 
16 Whoever believes and is baptized will be saved, but whoever does not believe will be condemned. 

Luke 24:47 (ESV) 47 and that repentance and forgiveness of sins should be proclaimed in his name to all nations, beginning from Jerusalem. 

 Acts 8:36-38 (HCSB) 36 As they were traveling down the road, they came to some water. The eunuch said, “Look, there’s water! What would keep me from being baptized?” [ 
37 And Philip said, “If you believe with all your heart you may.” And he replied, “I believe that Jesus Christ is the Son of God.”] 
38 Then he ordered the chariot to stop, and both Philip and the eunuch went down into the water, and he baptized him. 

Acts 8:36,38 (ESV) 36 And as they were going along the road they came to some water, and the eunuch said, “See, here is water! What prevents me from being baptized?”  … 38 And he commanded the chariot to stop, and they both went down into the water, Philip and the eunuch, and he baptized him. 


2 Timothy 2:2 (ESV) 2 and what you have heard from me in the presence of many witnesses entrust to faithful men who will be able to teach others also. 

Personal Application:  Four By Four.
4.  The promise that makes your job possible.
Matthew 28:20 (ESV) 20 teaching them to observe all that I have commanded you. And behold, I am with you always, to the end of the age.” 

John 14:18-21 (ESV) 18 “I will not leave you as orphans; I will come to you. 
19 Yet a little while and the world will see me no more, but you will see me. Because I live, you also will live. 
20 In that day you will know that I am in my Father, and you in me, and I in you. 
21 Whoever has my commandments and keeps them, he it is who loves me. And he who loves me will be loved by my Father, and I will love him and manifest myself to him.” 

Acts 18:9-10 (ESV) 9 And the Lord said to Paul one night in a vision, “Do not be afraid, but go on speaking and do not be silent, 
10 for I am with you, and no one will attack you to harm you, for I have many in this city who are my people.” 

2 Timothy 4:17 (ESV) 17 But the Lord stood by me and strengthened me, so that through me the message might be fully proclaimed and all the Gentiles might hear it. So I was rescued from the lion’s mouth.
